S1) 878 is an over-estimate of the actual number of distinct sequences since it does not take into account PCR and sequencing errors. When analyses of distinct sequences was performed a conservative definition of sequence uniqueness was required. For this, sequences were defined as different if they had a different combination of sequence features (sequence signature, see Materials and Methods) or different number of amino acids. Using this definition 611 different sequences were identified.
